KIT SET UP

1. Plug the compressor into a wall socket that supplies matching voltage and frequency to those indicated on the voltage label of the unit.

2. Screw the two ends of the hose to the airbrush and compressor respectively.
3. Add acrylic color into the cup, and make sure it is a milky consistency. If not, add proper thinner to dilute.
*Colors from the kit can be used directly after shaking well or diluted using the Cleaner/Thinner included or Water.

OPERATION

1. Flip the On/Off Switch to | (On) to turn on the compressor.

2. To use airbrush with pre-installed dual action function: press the push button for air only, then pull back for paint. Pull back further for
more paint.

3. To use airbrush with single action: unscrew dual action air valve counterclockwise and install single action air valve set clockwise. Air is
released continuously from the airbrush. Pull back the push button for paint.
CAUTION: DO NOT flick the push button or lift your finger before returning to the starting position in front.

4, For MAX-3 airbrush, the preset color flow control handle allows you to consistently create the same line when held at the same distance
from the spray object by limiting how far the push button can be pulled back.

5. To adjust working pressure, while pressing down on the airbrush push button: turn the Pressure Knob clockwise to increase,
counter-clockwise to decrease to find the best working pressure for your application.

6. The line on the left of the Knob serves as benchmark. Read the corresponding scale mark on the Knob that aligns to it for future
reference.
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7. Position the stencil on the object desired and fix it in place either by hand, via masking tape, or other appropriate means that will
not cause damage to the object after removal. Make sure it can temporarily adhere to the surface with minimal gap for better results,
otherwise the spray may get under the stencil during airbrushing.

8. Hold the airbrush at a 90° angle to the stencil, pull back the push button slightly, and spray over the cut-out spaces of the stencil
with your desired color using a gentle, sweeping motion. You may like to airbrush different parts of the stencil with different colors,
and/or make several passes over the same area to intensify the color.

9. When airbrush is not in use, place into Airbrush Holder on Handle.

10. Continuous operation of the compressor is suggested for no more than 30 minutes. After 30 minutes, turn off the compressor by
flipping the On/Off Switch to O (OFF), and allow it to cool for 10~15 minutes before turning it back on.

11. For safety purpose, the compressor is equipped with a thermal switch. If the temperature rise reaches the thermal limit, the
compressor will shut down automatically. Turn off the compressor and allow it to cool for 10~15 minutes before turning it back on.

12. At the end of each session, turn off, unplug the compressor, and release any remaining pressure by pressing the airbrush push button.

AIRBRUSH CLEANING

Basic cleaning tips BETWEEN color change and AFTER each session:

1. Spray unwanted colors into the airbrush cleaning pot.

2. Mix proper cleaner with remaining color in cup using the small brush included with the airbrush (Part #14).
3. Spray the mixed solution into the airbrush cleaning pot.

4. Spray cleaner through the airbrush until the spray is clear, repeat if necessary.

Use of cleaning brush set in case of heavy blockage in paint passage:

After removing the needle and nozzle carefully and soaking it with cleaner for up to 10 minutes maximum, use the cleaning brush set
included in this kit, select the suitable size for your airbrush paint passage, dip it in cleaner, insert from the front opening that reveals after
nozzle removal, and move back and forth gently several times to remove dried paint.

3. Needle and nozzle are delicate parts to be treated carefully and gently, and may suffer damage if undergone
collision or impact, being overtightened in the case of the nozzle, and will naturally wear out over time due to use.
In the necessary case of nozzle removal to replace a damaged nozzle, or due to heavy blockage in the paint
passage despite repeating with the more thorough cleaning process, use the wrench included with the airbrush to
gently remove the nozzle with minimal force by turning counterclockwise, and make sure NOT to overtighten
when turning clockwise to assemble the nozzle.

*To ensure safe removal and assembly of the nozzle without damage, check with your seller if they carry the Dual
Head Airbrush Tool.

WARRANTY
