4. To maintain the safety of electrical appliances, turn off the power switch and pull out the power cord from
the receptacle when the exhaust fan is not in use.

5. Immediately replace filters that have accumulated a heavy coat of paint or color. The usable lifetime of a
filter shall vary depending on the frequency and manner in which the spray booth is used.

6. If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent, or similarly
qualified technicians to avoid hazards.

7. Direct the exhaust pipe outdoors.

8. The spray booth must be used in a well ventilated area.

Bend all the long flaps and short flaps inward according to the indented lines or the direction that the
arrow stickers point.
